Friends and Family – May 6th 
 
The Brandywiners Chorale kicks off its series of Spring concerts 
celebrating its 20th anniversary. Opening the program is “Steppin’ Out 
On Broadway,” a medley of four familiar, rousing songs. 
 
A change of pace occurs with other lively songs including “Jeepers 
Creepers.” Music from Broadway includes “Send in the Clowns,” “More 
Than You Know,” “Can You Feel the Love Tonight?” and Gershwin’s 
“They Can’t Take That Away From Me.” A Broadway stage musical of 
the movie Shrek is planned this year. The Chorale performs “Hallelujah” 
from the movie version.  
 
Demonstrating versatility with a cappella singing are presentations of 
two prayerful songs, “The Lord Bless You and Keep You” and “Hear My 
Prayer.” Another form of prayer is expressed in John Rutter’s haunting 
“Distant Land.” “Why We Sing” expresses a similar patriotic theme in a 
more vibrant score. 
 
Two American songs are presented in a Shaker hymn called “Simple 
Gifts” and “At The River” adapted by Aaron Copeland. 
 
Our own Chorus dancers provide entertainment accompaniment to 
three lively numbers including “Oye la Musica,” “All That Jazz” from 
“Chicago,” and a rousing closing number, “Steam Heat” from The 
Pajama Game. 
 
A traditional highlight of every concert is to perform a medley of songs 
from the Brandywiners’ summer show at Longwood Gardens. This year 
it is Rodgers and Hammerstein’s classic, OKLAHOMA! Several soloists 
are featured here as well as in other songs on the program. 
 
As with every concert, we close with our signature song, “The Music’s 
Always There With You.”
